Pa grund av silverbrist under forsta varldskriget
gav man ater ut 1-kronassedeln. Dock genom-
fordes en del férandringar pa sedeln. Vattenmar-
ket dndrades till att bestd av ett ”S” i konturskrift
i vanster sedelhalva och ett "R” i konturskrift i
sedelns hogra halva. Dessutom flyttades artalet
upp till en plats precis under seriebokstav och
nummer. Stavningen pa ”Sweriges” dndrades till
"Sveriges” pa grund av stavningsreformen fran
1906. Texten ”svensk sedel” pa olika sprak i
hornen dndrades till "EN KRONA” och en hjart-
skold tillkom i mitten av det stora riksvapnet.
Den storsta fordndringen var dock att dimen-
sionen pd 1-kronassedeln minskades till cirka
121x70 mm.

Description, type 2, 1914 - 1921

Due to the lack of silver during the first world
war the one krona banknote was once a again
printed. Some changes were made in the design.
The watermark was changed to consist of a “S”
in the left half of the banknote and a “R” in the
right half of the banknote. Both letters were con-
toured. The date was moved to a location below
the serial letter and the number. The spelling of
“Sweriges” was changed into “Sveriges” due to
the reform of the spelling of the Swedish langu-
age in 1906. The text “Swedish banknote” in dif-
ferent languages in the corners were changed to
“EN KRONA” and a heart of shield was addad
in the centre of the large coat of arms. Another
change was that the size of the banknote was
increased to 121x70 mm.

The banknote was announced in August 31,
1914 according to SFS 1914:177

A piece
of the print plate had disappeared from
the nine (9) which had turned into
an upside down three (3) 1920

5-kronorssedeln trycktes pa ett vitt handtillver-
kat finpapper. Vattenmarket bestar av vaglinjer
med en femma (5) Gver ett ”S” i vanster sedel-
halva och en femma (5) dver ett "R” i hoger
sedelhalva. Sedeln ar nastan identiskt med den
foregdende 5-riksdaler riksmyntssedeln. Trycket
pa framsidan bestdr av en bred ljusréd ram som
mitt upptill pa sedeln ar avbruten for att ge plats
at det stora riksvapnet med ett lejon pd var sin
sida.

Description, type 1, 1874 - 1878

The 5 kronor banknote was printed on a white
handmade fine paper. The watermark consists of
wavelines with a five (5) over a “S” in the left
half of the banknote and a five (5) over a "R”
in the right half of the banknote. The banknote
is almost identical to the previous 5 riksdaler
riksmynt banknote and the print on the obverse
consists of a broad light red frame which ends up
in the middle of the banknote to give space for
the large coat of arms with a lion on each side.
Above the light red frame there is a narrow black
frame with symbols in the corners for the four
estates which were abolished in 1866. Also the
text “Swedish banknote” in different languages
is found in the corners. Below to the middle and
to the middle of the sides of the banknote there
is a large digit of the denomination. Inside the
frames the text “Sweriges Riksbank inlGser, vid
anfordran, denna sedel & Kronor FEM Kronor
med guldmynt enligt lagen om rikets mynt af den
30 Maj 1873 is found. A black serial letter and
a number are placed both to the right and left
to the coat of arms. Two signatures are located
below on the banknote and the left one is

As well a yellow
print was added to the faint brown print visible
behind seated Svea and the digit of denomina-
tion in the left upper corner.
